
 

 

COLORADO ROCKY MOUNTAIN NATIONAL PARK 
 
DAY ONE:-  Arrival  
For guest arriving by air we pickup at the Denver, CO Airport at 3:30 p.m.  
For guest arriving by car we meet at The Inn On Fall River, Estes Park, CO  
Check in is 3 p.m. (driving directions can be found by visiting the inns website). 
 
Or first day activity is an orientation meeting scheduled for approx. 6:30 p.m., followed 
by dinner. 
 

SOME OF THE HIKES:- 
DAY TWO:- 
Day one of hiking generally sees us hiking up through the high meadows of the 
Cow Creek trail to the lovely Bridal Veil Falls.  Lunch is by the falls and the round 
trip journey is around 5 1/2 miles.  In the afternoon there is an option of a two 
mile hike up Twin Owls.  This beautiful area of the Lumpy Range boasts 
spectacular cliffs and endless views.   
 
DAY THREE:- 
Today we drive into Rocky Mountain National Park  and hike high up near the 
Continental  Divide. The Ute Trail  leads above tree line through beautiful alpine 
tundra flora as well as some really incredible views! In the afternoon we offer The 
Crater Trail, affording wonderful mountain views and the possibility of spotting 
mountain sheep. We also try to include a stop at Horseshoe Park to see the 
incredible alluvial fan created by the flood of ‘82.  (Note: when we are at higher 
elevations, we generally offer shorter hikes, as most hikers become tired a little 
sooner). 
 
DAY FOUR:- 
There are two very contrasting options today though each is a very spectacular 
hiking experiences!  The more challenging option takes us up to Pyndall Glacier, 
along the flat Top Mountain Trail.  The 9 mile trail leads us past lovely alpine 
lakes and above treeline for fabulous views! 
The easier option takes in four lovely lakes, with names like ‘Nymph’ and 
‘Dream’.  After lunch, our loop trail leads past beautiful Alberta Falls. 
 
DAY FIVE:- 
Right down the road from The Allenspark Lodge,  two separate routes lead up to 
Ouzel Falls.  One heads more gently uphill for about 2 1/2 miles through the Wild 
Basin, while a longer route takes a more challenging path past Calypso 
Cascade.  You can choose your route before we all meet up for lunch at the falls 
and then all return to the trail head together.  Afternoon hikes climb to the ridge 
of the Wild Basin and back to Allenspark Lodge. 
 
DAY SIX:- 
This is our last day of hiking and is a half day spent in The Indian Peaks 



 

 

Wilderness.  The Jean Lunig Trail (a wildflower haven!) leads almost 3 miles 
around Long Lake at an elevation of over 10,000’.  After lunch we return to the 
inn before heading home.
